LEARNING OBJECTIVES

To further develop collaborative programmes incorporating the
national strategies for primary and secondary education

To develop BSF ‘test modelling’ opportunities to support
learning and teaching.

The promotion of an media rich curriculum with the provision of
technical support

To further develop learning provision for children, teachers and
parents

The development of a comprehensive development plan for the
next twelve months to incorporate the work of the primary and
secondary strategy consultants.

BRIEF

The primary and secondary strategy teams and CLCs have increasingly worked collaboratively, beginning with the SATisfied With
My Progress! And SATs booster programmes. Several programmes are currently developing to support learning and teaching
developments with our schools. This day was established at Kirkby CLC to give us the opportunity to begin to work on a more
cohesive strategy for collaboration and development.

DESCRIPTION

The day began with an opening address by Leanne Hornsby, CLC Director and Alison Green, Primary Strategy Manager to set
the scene and objectives for the day. The primary and secondary strategy consultants and wider school improvement team are
working increasing collaboratively with the CLCs to incorporate the use of technology and new media to support learning. Recent
programmes includes the development of a Key Stage 2 SATs preparation and practise programme “SATisifed With My
Progress”, Key Stage 3 SATs booster eLearning materials in Maths and English and assessment using ICT for transition.

The day began with a series of workshops in a market place showing the use of some of the technology and in application for
learning. This gave the teams an opportunity to share ideas and create a stimulus for thinking later in the development
workshops.

The second session began with a series of demonstration of current developments, including eLearning content developed by the
CLCs through the Creative Sabbatical programme (Primary Strategy Team have already incorporated this into their programme,
integrated within the CLCs). Examples included, cross curricular literacy key stage 1, science key stage 1 and 2, GCSE Design
Technology and Art and Design. The LEA’s Intranet Content Developer gave a demonstration of the capabilities of the current
system with discussion around how this could be developed. The ICT Strategy Manager gave a presentation on current positions
of all schools regarding the recent ICXT audits undertaken, whiteboard roll out programmes and NAACE Mark developments.

The third session included two workshops for Key 1&2 and 3&4, including transition. The focus for these sessions was on
enabling learners, teachers and parents. Over the course of the two hour session, a series of activities were devised which will be
incorporated in a development plan to be delivered collaboratively next year.

OUTCOMES/EVALUATION

The teams devised a series of innovative programmes to be delivered next year to support learners, teachers and parents,
including the use of domestic technology to provide the media of delivery into homes as appropriate. Further details of this
programme will be available in the autumn newsletters. Primary writing projects are currently taking place with Years 5, 6, 7 and 8
at Kirkby CLC with plans to further develop the radio station at Whiston and studio activity at Huyton. Developments have also led
to a primary Writing Team Consultant being based in Kirkby CLC.
