LEARNING OBJECTIVES

To develop interactive whiteboard materials to support teachers in the delivery of Maths
booster classes.
To help reinforce key areas of the Maths, Science and English curriculums.

BRIEF

A number of test modelling opportunities were highlighted following the outcomes of the PLE Event. This is not a definitive
list and further models will be considered upon submission via circulation of these proposals to all schools and the Blueprint
group, with feedback and further proposals to be tabled at subsequent Secondary Education Transformation (SET) group
meeting.

DESCRIPTION

Test Model 1

Identified School: St Edmund of Arrowsmith

Access from home to be trialled by a controlled cohort of students with parent and student access being enabled for
access to attainment, achievement and predictive grades information. A test module of the PLE to be developed as detailed
above.

A link primary school to be identified as part of this test model for transition modules, including access by students and
parents.

As part of the PLE support fro learning and teaching, a student evaluation facility will be established and trialled. Electronic
evaluations will be completed by learners, against specific criteria (eg; AfL, curricular targets — from SDP or departmental
priorities) at the end of lessons.

Test Model 2

Identified School: Brookfield High School

Flexible learning spaces to be trialled in Kirkby CLC, including cameras and the use of radio microphones to record lessons
and use as examples of good practice and for training purposes. Contexts (displays) to be flexible according to the use of
the room ie a Geography lessons enabling electronic ‘volcano’ displays, an Art lessons displaying Aboriginal art designs etc.
The displays are changed electronically and enabled automatically linked to the Centres booking system. As series of
eLearning resources will need to be created to support this and can be facilitated using the developer expertise on a CLC
site.
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This model presents opportunities to test model new ways of learning including lectures, seminars and tutorial approaches
to support modular and flexible access to learning. This room will remain a bookable resource through the CLC.

Test Model 3 — This needs tightening up more following dialogue with a number of interested parties eg NWLG

Identified School: Halewood Community Comprehensive

Mobile learning — opportunities to test and shape the use of mobile devices such as PDAs and Tablet PCs to support
learning. The market is still largely untested in this area, therefore content is limited. This presents an opportunity to test the
software currently available for it's robustness and to engage in dialogues with provider around the development of such
materials — TBC. A particular focus will be on the use of gaming technology to support learning and the provision of
resources to support flexible access to the curriculum.

Test Model 4

Identified School: Prescot School

Mobile learning — opportunities to test and shape the use of mobile devices such as PDAs using wireless technology to
support learning. This presents an opportunity to test existing software supported by PDAs and further develop bespoke
packages through the CLCs. Initially development will be based around science both in the use of data logging technology,
current digital content and the use of interactive ‘activities’ as warm up exercises.

Test Model 5

Identified School: St Edmund of Canterbury

Virtual Classroom activities to support learning across multiple sites — test model schools to be identified - building on the
work of Damian Kenny as part of the virtual school. Science has been proposed as a specific focus with the suggested
development of on-line investigations, mapped to the curriculum.

OUTCOMES/EVALUATION

This programme has been fully supported by the CLC Strategic Management Board, Secondary Education
Transformation group (SET), Innovation Partnership and Collaboration group (IPAC), Leadership incentive Grant (LiG),
the BSF Blueprint Group, BSF ICT Sub Group, ICT Strategy Board and Primary Executive. These groups are
representative of Head Teachers from across Knowsley Primary, Special and secondary schools, LEA and wider council
officers, community groups and Governors. Evaluation regarding the outcomes of these test models, including impact will
be carefully measured and referenced and monitored through the BSF Blue Print and CLC Strategic Management Board
groups. Whilst only in it's infancy ie beginning in September 06 some evaluation details will be available from spring 06
onwards, with formative evaluation and measurement on impact available from September 06.

It is anticipated that all secondary schools will be engaged in at least one test model programme in order to inform BSF
developments and minimise the risk for new learning centres as part of the BSF programme. This case study will
therefore be updated regularly.
