LEARNING OBJECTIVES 
 

�  To support transition from CLC to school and Year 6 to 7.  
�  To familiarise children and teachers with mobile equipment in the 

classroom. 
�  To provide Year 6 pupils from 8 schools with an opportunity to use 

quality ICT equipment to support learning. 
 

BRIEF 
 
To provide Year 6 pupils with interesting activities using up to date equipment and 
technical expertise and to cover aspects of ICT and Healthy Eating in the school 
classroom using a range of mobile equipment.    

 
DESCRIPTION 
 
The project allowed Year 6 pupils from across the Borough to have the opportunity to use the CLCs mobile laptops for a 
series of ICT and Healthy Eating classes. Primary schools involved in the project included St Mark’s, St Andrew’s, St 
John Fisher, Our Lady’s, St Leo’s, St Lukes, Holy Family Halewood and Holy Family Cronton. Activities included building 
websites using Macromedia Dreamweaver, a healthy-eating and fitness CD-ROM  ‘It’s Your Goal’. The day was also filled 
with a number of other activities including the storyboarding software packages of Kar2ouche and StoryMaker and the 
children also got to use the ‘Who Wants To Be A Millionaire’ style voting pads for an interactive quiz to finish off the 
session. This was part of a bigger programme of activities designed to support transition from primary to secondary 
school through the Excellence in Cities Initiative. All schools thoroughly enjoyed the activities. 
 
 
OUTCOMES/EVALUATION 
 
Schools reported back that the sessions were well run, interesting and fun. Teachers commented on the quality of the 
software and laptop computers. They were also impressed by CLC staff’s involvement, who managed the children well 
and delivered a programme they would be unable to deliver themselves. Schools are interested in utilising the CLCs 
expertise in the future and also in accessing other resources through the CLCs.
