BRIEF 
 

Teachers work with a dedicated developer to produce curriculum specific media 
rich content to enrich and support classroom activity.  These resources once 
fully evaluated and piloted are available to all schools across Knowsley through 
‘Content Stream’ via the Borough’s central Intranet. 
 
 

DESCRIPTION 
 
Funding has been allocated via the CLC revenue budget to support specific teaching and learning activities. The funding is distributed 
to support Creative Sabbaticals, transport and specialist teaching support for specific and specialist activities. Schools receive a 12 day 
allocation for supply cover which can be take in a variety of formats ie 2 days per week for 6 weeks, 1 day per week for twelve weeks, 
or 12 days as a block. The Creative Sabbatical programme has been established to support the development of digital content to 
support curriculum activity across a range of subject and phases. Upon successful application to participate in this programme, 
teachers are requested to devise a plan for their work. Teachers work along eLearning developers to produce high quality content to 
support a range of activities that can be accessed borough wide by all Knowsley schools. 
 
A number of materials have been developed to date and these include GCSE Design and Technology and Art and Design, Key Stage 3 
Geography, Key Stage 1 and 2   Science, Literacy, History, and performance management for ICT and Art. Other Creative Sabbatical 
work includes the development of an ICT transition module from key Stage 2 to 3. 
 
On completion these materials are distributed to all Knowsley schools for evaluation, comments are then taken into account and the 
materials adapted accordingly in consultation with the Creative Sabbatical Teacher.  
 
This worked is directly linked with audits that have recently taken place within Knowsley through MGL, operational working groups 
linked to each cluster (representation from all schools) and directly with schools. 
 
 

OUTCOMES/EVALUATION 
 

This programme has now been further developed and supported by the primary Strategy Team who have now contributed to this 
scheme and work is currently taking place to develop some materials to support Knowsley’s Writing Team (Primary Strategy Team). A 
development day is scheduled later this year to consider potential developments for this programme.  
 
The content developed as part of this programme to date has been well received by schools, including an opportunity for all teachers to 
participate in the evaluation process. All of the materials listed above will be available from September 2005.
